PROTOCOLS FOR MANAGING SILVER SUPPORTER PASSENGERS

e The first point of contact with Silver Supporter passengers will be
the PI Medical Officer who will liaise with the ship prior to arrival
and board the vessel on arrival.

e The MO will undertake a health assessment of all passengers and
crew.

This will include:
1) A temperature check and any other assessment deemed
necessary.




when passengers are landed.
e Immigration & Bio Security Officers will not board the vessel and
will not be required at the landing.

e All landed passengers will be transferred from the landing to
accommodation by designated carriers only.
e Ifcleared all landed passengers are required to:
o  Self-isolate for 14 days — less time on-board
e The GPI Covid19 Management Protocols will be placed on the ship
in cabins for all passengers when they board and widely
distributed.

The MO will issue an official 5-day health certificate for all passengers departing
Pitcairn on the Silver Supporter

2) Any individual with respiratory disease and a temperature at or
above 100.4°F (38°C) will require a secondary medical
assessment

3) Relevant questions relating to travel history assessment.

e The MO will advise the Mayor & Administrator of clearance
status.

e Ifa patientis No/Not cleared — the whole ship will not be cleared.
Further steps will be worked through with the MO and all
stakeholders.

e Only Long Boat & Landing Crew are permitted to be at the landing
