It was noted that the importance of the island's repopulalion strategy requires

Council and its operational divisions to review and refine its approach and more

adequately promote its minimum criteria for immigrate to Pitcairn. It was agreed

that in doing so enquiries will be able to be dealt with in a timely and efficient

manner.
